Part of the Silver Cuff Bracelet Series 
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Several members have suggested a twilight cutting practice as well as our monthly days. I intend 
holding these twilight practices fortnightly on a Tuesday evening, starting at 5pm. [cattle pending] 
I have a few things in mind to aim for on these events. 
 

1. To take non cutters to a point where they can control a cow 
2. To teach people what a cutting event is composed of. e.g. Herd  
settling, turn back responsibilities and what herd holders do. 
3. Preparation of a horse before you show. 
 

On days we cannot get cattle we may be able to watch training videos. 
We are going to start by dividing the arena in half. One half for the fresh cattle runs which will cost 
$30. Meanwhile the other half will be used to do dry work and preparation and perhaps a 
mechanical cow can be used. After the first herd is finished we can use these cattle for the people 
who want a one on one to, "cow" their horses up. These second  
run cattle will cost $15 a run. 
Runs will be approximately 5 minutes long. 
 

Nominations and money have to be in by 7 days before the practice date a 50% penalty for late 
entries will be charged and no guarantee June of getting cattle, cancellation 48 hours before the 
day for full refund. 
 

This is still in the development stages so feedback will be appreciated. I am only the coordinator and 
want to put in place what the majority of people want and need, suggestions much needed. 
 

Hopefully, in a few months we will be enthusiastic enough to get a "pro"  
for a clinic.
